ORDER of the CARIBOU AWARD

A:
DESCRIPTION of the AWARDS
Originally created for CJ’89 by Karl Mezger, the late President of the former National Capital Region (1993-1996), this medal recognizes the extra measures its recipients so willingly demonstrate for the benefit of Scouting.  Through the continuance of Karl’s original ‘Order of the Caribou’ medal, we look to solidifying the good service that Karl identified in us all.  The award consists of a gold-coloured circular medal with a caribou head and Scouts Canada logo hung on a red ribbon, a cloth badge that may be worn on the right sleeve of the uniform in the agency badge location or immediately above any earned agency badges, a certificate signed by the Council Commissioner as well as a lapel pin resembling the medal.

A member may be nominated for the Bar to the Order of the Caribou for a second activity if the second activity is different than the one for which the Order of the Caribou was awarded.  The award for the Bar to the Order of the Caribou consists of a framed certificate and a cloth badge that may be worn on the lower right sleeve of the uniform shirt (agency badge location, or immediately above any earned agency badges)
The criteria for this award is as follows:
· In addition to their regular Scouting role, nominees have shown a willingness to go that extra measure, by accepting additional challenges associated with organizing and co‑ordinating major activities for Scouting.  Major activities are defined as being large events or activities held at the Council or National Level, or Multi-Group events.
· Key members of the organizing committee for all Multi-Group, Council, multi-Council and National Scouting events are eligible for nomination. Examples of key members of an organizing committee are: the Chairperson, prime coordinators for section activities at a multi-section event and any other committee member whose role was deemed to be critical for the success of the event.  Not every member of the committee should be put forward for the Order of the Caribou or Bar to the Order of the Caribou.  Those members of the planning or organizing committee, not put forward for the Order of the Caribou or Bar to the Order of the Caribou, should be considered for a Thanks Badge Certificate of Commendation.

· Nominations include both youth and adult registered members. Only one Medal or Bar may be awarded to an individual in their Scouting career.
· Nominations should normally be prepared and submitted in a timely manner such that an approved recipient would be presented with the award during the conduct of an event/activity.  If this is not possible, then the nomination should be submitted as soon as possible after the completion of the event/activity with the goal of the recognition being presented in a timely and appropriate fashion.  Awards should be presented at a venue which is appropriate for the recipient.  Completed submissions should be forwarded to the Council Recognition Administrator.  Nominators will be advised of the decision of the award and will be asked to present the award at a suitable venue.  Preference is that the submission is by email using the form found at the end of this document. The presenter is responsible for notifying the Council Recognition Administrator and the responsible Council Staff when the presentation has taken place to ensure that the recipient’s MyScouts records are updated.   The nominator is also to submit a citation on the nominee through the OSA “Thanks Badge” Program.  If a member has already received the Order of the Caribou or the Bar to the Order of the Caribou, the OSA Thanks Badge Program can be used to recognize their ongoing contributions to major events or activities within Voyageur Council.
